‘HOW SHALL WE TELL OUR BROTHERS AND SISTERS 
THAT YOU ARE THE GOD OF LIFE?’

In a world wounded by egoism and hungry for power, marked by the scandal of poverty and the lack of meaning, we ardently desire to proclaim the God of life who took on our weakness and guide our history. Therefore: 

1. We cultivate in ourselves a change of mentality which makes us aware of the problems of justice, of peace, and of the safeguarding of creation. We are ready to engage ourselves in our immediate environment and to let ourselves be involved in collaboration with those organisations which work in these fields.

2. We pay particular attention to the weaker and more fragile sectors of our society: the family, women, migrants...

3. We engage with young people, accompanying their journey of growth and of discovering their own vocation in life, so that they are able to make a contribution to a world that is more humane.

4. We root ourselves in the Word which gives light to our lives, so becoming women who are capable of sharing their own faith within the community and with all those we meet. We walk alongside the many brothers and sisters who seek God in unexpected ways, and are sadly in need of him. (Evangelii Nuntiandi 76)

5. We learn to recognise in everyday life the small and great forms of fundamentalism and individualism which create division among us and in our society. We set ourselves to encourage dialogue, welcome and tolerance in order to make our contribution to the building up of fraternity.

6. We teach ourselves to live in sharing and in solidarity, so that even in the management of goods – imbued by criteria of transparency at all levels – there may be witness to the Gospel. We all cultivate co-responsibility for the administration and use of these goods, which are at the service of the apostolic life of the Family.
